Resolution
In line with all United Nations conventions on Human Rights: 

We, representatives of the deafblind people of the world, united in Auckland at the Founding General Assembly of the World Federation of the Deafblind on October 12th 2001, urge all governments

- to recognise deafblindness as a unique disability;

- to recognise all persons with deafblindness as persons with the right to full participation in all areas of society including education, information, communication, employment and political life;

- to ensure the quality of life and full participation of all persons with deafblindness we urge all governments to provide the necessary services including special education, guide services, interpreter services, accessible information, accessible communication and accessibility in the entire environment.
